 At least one teacher or chaperone must be present for every 10 children under the age of 15.
 A $50 deposit is required to hold your date.  Full payment is due on the day of the field trip.  We

 Cancellations 72+ hours in advance of reservation date receive full refund.
 Cancellations less than 72 hours in advance of reservation date forfeit deposit.
